Sports Events and News 
Swimming 
Last week-end some of our students swam at the Kenya Swimming Federation event in Nairobi. 
Our swimmers participated as individuals in the event, with some excellent results. Overall the 
girls combined results gave them 2nd place as a team, with 13 medals and the boys took 4th place, 
with 8 medals. This was an international event with swimmers from counties such as Uganda and 
two of our students took first place in each of their races. 
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Football and Netball (From Coach Ndungu) 
The fixtures for football and netball started on Monday 9th May with the boys’ football team 
playing at home and the girls’ netball team playing at Shree Swaminarayan.  Our boys’ team 
played three matches; first against Jaffery Academy which they won 6 - 0, then with MSB which 
again they won 7-1 and then finally with Braeburn whom they beat 3 – 0!   
 
On the same day the U11 girls played two Netball matches but lost to Shree Swaminarayan and 
Braeburn. On Tuesday 10th May the girls played the third match of the season here at AKAM 
against MSB, which they just won 7 – 6!
